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Before operating this unit, please read these instructions completely.
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' PRECAUTIONS FOR SAFETY

=

Do not plug the cord into the power

outlet at more than 220 V AC.

® Do not use the same circuit or outlet for
simultaneous use of other electric appliances.

® Do not apply multiple loads to a single outlet. (It
may cause fire.)
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Do not dry the following:
® Fabrics soaked in dry-cleaning agents or other

inflammable liquids (edible oil, machine oil, paint
thinner, gasoline, etc.)

¢ Do not dry foam rubber or clothes including
similar rubber materials.

e Caution: Edible oil in particular may not be
washed off fabrics completely. (May cause fire.)
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- For safety in using power cord and

plug.

¢ Do not disconnect the plug by pulling the cord.
Hold the plug itself when pulling it out.

® Do not use worn-out plug sockets or damaged
cords. (May cause electric shock or fire.)
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Do not remove clothes during drying
operation.

e [f you do so, you will be in danger of being
burned by the hot drum or the clothes.
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Be careful to keep your children away
from the machine.

® |t is dangerous for a child to attempt to go into
the drum.
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Do not let the machine come in contact
with the water.

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HINTS FOR SKILLFUL DRYING

"To reduce damage to clothes.
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(To reduce wrinkling.
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® Use a laundry net (optional) for lacy clothes,
underwear, nylon stockings, delicate synthetic
fabrics and such before drying.
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® Shake out each article of clothing individually,
restoring it to its original shape, before placing
it in the dryer.
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® Zip up or hook up clothes and turn them inside
out.

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® Use softener during washing.
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® Dry only 70-80% of the standard load at a time.

time for drying a wash at a room temperature of 20°C
after spin-drying it for 5 minutes (the drying time
includes 13 minutes of cool-air drying).

(Note)

Dirying time will be longer than indicated above when:

@ the voltage drops;

® the filter is clogged with lint;

® the room is poorly ventilated;
® the ambient temperature is low.

To save electricity.
® The clothes should be spin-dried thoroughly.
® Clean the filter each time after use.
® Separate heavy clothes and light clothes for drying.
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MAINTENANCE
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Perform the following care instructions after each use.
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Cleaning the filter and Air Intake Filter.
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(Perform after each use.) (B {EAEFEMULEE - )

1. Pull the filter cover toward you to
remove.

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2. Detach the back-filter B and the filter
from the filter cover.

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3. Remove the lint.

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® To clean the filter, use a soft brush, taking care
not to tear the screen.
If a powdery lint sticks to the screen and can
not be brushed off, wash the filter with soap
and water.
Before using a washed filter, make sure it is
completely dry.
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4. Back-filter B should be cleaned with a
vacuum cleaner, etc., to remove the
dust.
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5. Reattach filter and back-filter B to the
filter cover.

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6. Fit the concave portion of the center

of the filter cover onto the convex
portion of the center of the drum and
fasten securely.
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Cleaning the Air Intake Filter
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Remove and clean the air intake filter located inside

the air intake cover.
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Air Intake Cover ™ 2 . | Airintake Filter
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Pull the upper and lower knobs of the air intake
cover toward you to remove the cover, and then
remove the air intake filter from the cover.
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Clean the filter, then located inside air intake cover
into the hole. Clean the air intake filter at least once
month.

Be sure to remove the lint clinging to the filter
screen after each use.

* Please note that the drying time will increase
greatly if you do not clean the filter and the
back-filter B regulary.

clean the filter and the back-filter B after each
use.

Make sure to turn off the power switch and hold
the plug itself when pulling it out.
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® Each time the unit is used, clean around the air
inlet and outlet openings to prevent
accumulation of dust.

® Drying such items may block the filter. ® Do not dry blankets. The fabric may shed.
