« If the unit is extremely dirty, heat transfer is less effecient and the unit may not cool effectively. Contact
Shun Hing Electric Service Centre Ltd. for an annual check. (Annual check is not covered by the warranty.)

« If the air filter becomes clogged with dust, the cooling capacity will drop, and 6% of the electricity used to
operate the air conditioner will be wasted.

NOTE: Do not dry the front panel or the air filter in direct sunlight.
